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The university campus is located about 2 km outside of
the greater district of Rottenburg. The history of the
present day cathedral or ‘Dom’ and Bishop-city extends
back to the Celtic and Roman times. As well as being
idyllically positioned on the river Neckar, Rottenburg has
historically and culturally much to o er. A medieval
presence can be experienced, when you stroll through
the historic town centre. The city landscape is character-
ized by narrow lanes, wide town squares, and buildings
from the last 8 centuries. Whether medieval towers and
gates, Gothic churches or Barock chapels, there are
many traces giving evidence to the citys interesting
history. The highlights certainly include the St. Martin
Cathedral and the citys Roman history.

There are cultural sites, museums and also recreational
activities to suit every taste.
